2008 Highlights
Contributions and grants amounted to $134,180, compared to $116,848 devoted to program services. For the fifth year in a row, Andreas and Elmerice Traks gave a substantial grant to their scholarship fund. 
In 2008, the Traks fund awarded two graduate students at Tartu University, totaling$11,000.Two medical students received $1,000 each. 
The Junior Physicians’ Association was granted $4,000 to help fund training abroad in specialties that are not offered in Estonia. One dental surgeon and nine junior physicians benefited from training made possible by that grant. One medical student received the Luning scholarship of $1,000. $12,500 was awarded to the Tallinn Childrens’ Hospital, thanks to an anonymous gift. Thanks to the same donor the Tuhala church received $12,500 for its restoration.The Fund continued to support the programs of the Bethel Church Pastoral Care Centre in Tallinn ($5,000) and the Tartu Christian Youth Home ($5,000).
